The City of Brook Park in cooperation with the City of Cleveland and the city of Parma will be 

performing repairs and resurfacing of Brookpark Road from 1000 ft. west of Brookpark Road/Rt. 237 

intersection to W.130th St./Brookpark Roa d. Construction will begin August 2011. For more 
information on this project see the city website at www.cityofbrookpark.com  

 

BROOK PARK RECEIVES STATE FUNDING -  

Mayor Mark J. Elliott is pleased to announce $1, 874,265.00 has been awarded by the Ohio Public 

Works Commission (OPWC) for the Brookpark Road Resurfacing Project. The improvements to be made 

include milling the existing asphalt surface, full and partial depth pavement repairs, curb inlet repairs, 

new as phalt overlays and pavement markings along Brookpark Road from Rocky River Drive to West 

130th Street. Construction will commence in August and be completed in the summer of 2012.  

The Ohio Public Works Commission provides grants and loans for local governm ents to build and 

maintain their infrastructure through the State Capital Improvement (SCIP) and Local Transportation 

Improvement (LTIP) programs. Roads, bridges, culverts, water supply, wastewater systems, storm 

water collection and solid waste facilities  are eligible for assistance. Local governments apply for 

funding through one of the nineteen District Public Works Integrating Committees in Ohio.
